2.  List of participants and schools

The teachers who didn’t attend the session were sent emails with all the information and hand-outs we gave in the CPR Gijón so they start using the ELS portal at their schools and can start the process of registering their own students.
3. REACTION OF THE PARTICIPANTS

After collecting the School Participation letters, the teachers said they were worried about the students’ information in the project, so we showed them the project website and how the section of schools was protected with a password.

They found the instructions about how to create subgroups a bit complex, so we decided that each of the teachers registered their students in one group, the teacher’s class, which was much easier for the teachers as they only had to use one group code.

The language teachers who work for vocational training and state language schools found the material in the ELS platform very useful for adults.  They didn’t have any problem to use the platform with their students in an IT classroom.  French and German teachers were eager to see the new units in the ELS Platform.  However, the language teachers who work for secondary schools found the material a bit difficult for lower secondary students, so they are going to use the basic level and choose the easiest units.

We also encouraged the teachers to use the forum with their students whenever they used the IT classroom and we revised the instructions on how to use the forum.
