3. REACTION OF THE PARTICIPANTS

Most teachers in this new group work for vocational training and found the material in the ELS platform very useful for their own students.  They used the platform with their students in an ICT classroom and also as part of autonomous learning.  
On the other hand, the teachers who work for state language schools praised the possibility of encouraging the use of the platform with adults between 18 and 30 years old, in the courses held under the agreement between EEOOII and the Spanish Ministry of Education. 
Finally, the language teachers who work for secondary schools found the material a bit difficult for their students, so they used the basic level and chose the easiest units for lower secondary schools.
